clues and engage in activities in a treasure hunt-style pursuit. 

Navigating skills bring confidence to young explorers who are 

rewarded with a hidden special stamp and journal.  

 

Adults 

discover meaningful natural areas close to home. Urbanites find 

a deeper connection and sense of pride when they discover the 

natural history of San Francisco!
